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As many of you will know, over the past year or so the 

bible verse which I have led to has been Psalm 46:10.     

I feel God has been saying this to us quite a lot as a 

church.  However, over the past week I have really felt 

led to Psalm 46:1 - God is our refuge and strength, an 

ever-present help in trouble. Whatever we might be 

experiencing and however difficult it may be to 

understand, we receive the promise that God will always be there as our help. 
 

Jesus says that we will always face trouble but that we can take heart because 

he has overcome the world.  We only have to turn on the television and see the 

news to see that this world is not perfect.  In this world there is trouble.  In our 

own lives there will be trouble, nothing ever goes smoothly.   As Christians we 

are not promised an easy ride.  The truth of the gospel is that when we accept 

Jesus it does not mean that everything will always be ok.  We are not immune 

from difficulties and very often it is difficult to find answers to what we might be 

going through.  
 

However, we can be encouraged that whatever we are going through God 

promises to be our refuge and strength.  We can rely on him as our greatest 

strength in the toughest times.  As well as this, we can be encouraged by the 

words of Jesus that he has overcome the world.  Whatever me might experience 

in this world, Jesus has overcome it and we have the promise of something 

greater with him.  We may not know the answer to some of our problems, but I 

know that I would rather go through them with Jesus than without him.
